As we enjoy the nice weather and ‘sprung forward’ clocks, it’s truly amazing how quickly the time goes. Second term always seems like a blur. 


Report cards went home on Monday. Please sign and return the envelope and page 3. We continue to work on the messages of effort, focus, and goal setting. We want the students to see that even small efforts can yield big changes. Consider how little the handlebars of a bicycle need to turn in order to change the direction of the trip, dramatically.


In mathematics the students are working on algebraic expressions and beginning a comprehensive review of all the concepts covered this year. Please look for opportunities in your daily routine to point out real-life examples of mathematics at work.


As in terms 1 & 2, the students will be working through another set of reading assessments in English and French. Again, the key to success in these assessments is detailed explanations which link the stories to the text and to the students’ life experience and emotions.

The class will begin this week to work on a short speech (including media) in French: 2 – 3 minutes. Please continue to reinforce the message of all the benefits of second-language learning. In the month of May, the students will have the opportunity to interact with grade 8 students from Quebec as they visit our grade 8’s, as the second part of the exchange that most of our grade 8 Immersion students did, in February. The long-range plan is for this exchange to occur again next year.
